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ABSTRACT: The problem of this research is formulated as follows: “is it significantly effective to use a picture dictionary in teaching the meanings of verbs to the second year students?” therefore, the objectives of this investigation is to find out if it is significantly effective to use the picture dictionary in teaching the meanings of verbs to the students. The populations of this research was the second year students of SMP PGRI 7 Palembang in the academic year of 2004?2005. the number of the population was 22 students and the sample was all 22 students. The investigation was done through the quasi-experimental method, that is to describe the fact based on the data, which the writer got from the test. The test was given in two forms, matching and completion questions. The only technique used in collecting the data was a written test in the form of the pre-test and the post-test. The data were analyzed through  the formula of the  matched t-test. The result of this study indicated that after being taught the meanings of verbs, with their semantic picture using the given picture dictionary. Their average scores improved from the “poor” level (5) to the “ fair” level (6.75). it was supported by the result of the data analysis showed that the “t” obtained (1.902) exeeceded (1.895) as its critical value. It means the Ho was rejected and the Ha was accpeted. In other words, it was effective to usse the picture dictionary in teaching the meanings of verbs to the second year students at SMP PGRI 7 Palembang in the academic year of 2004/2005.
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Picture dictionary might be a good way for a learner to learn a new word directly. According to Lado (in Susanti, 1996, p.421), picture dictionary is wonderful to help students and the teacher in presenting many new words directly, by associating their meanings through picture in context. This means that sometimes the students still get confused about names of something that they see or read from books or magazines about any words including verbs. That is why teachers of English might need a picture dictionary in teaching words. Picture dictionary that is needed is the one followed by some explanation of words to make it easier in understanding the pictures.

Picture dictionary might make the learning process more attractive. Pictures that the dictionaries have are more appealing and easier to remember. Through a picture dictionary, abstract meanings could be understood more easily. The pictures and materials will enable the students to understand the meanings of verbs relatively more easily. 
The problem of this investigation is formulated as follows: “Is it significantly effective to use a picture dictionary in teaching the meanings of verbs to the students?”.  Based on the problem and the objective of this study, the writer formulates the hypotheses:

Ho 
: 
The use of picture dictionary is not significantly effective to be implemented in teaching the meanings of verbs to the second year of SMP PGRI 7 Palembang.

Ha 
: 
The use of picture dictionary is significantly effective to be implemented in teaching the meanings of verbs to the second year students of SMP PGRI 7 Palembang

To test the hypotheses that is to accept the Ha and to reject Ho, or vice versa, the number of sample is 22, the degree of freedom (df) is 21(22 - 1 = 21) for one tailed test, to reject the null hypothesis (Ho) in the 5% level of significance, the t obtained should exceed 1.671 as its critical value (See Hatch and Farhady, 1982, p.272). If the t obtained is equal to or greater than 1.671, the Ho will be rejected and the Ha will be accepted.

So a picture dictionary means a tool, method and technique which are used by the students will make it easier in comprehending the meanings of key words from reading texts.

THE CONCEPT OF PICTURE DICTIONARY
According to Fitrah (1996, p.27), the general characteristics of the picutre dictionary in teaching and learning process of reading text are as follows.

1) The picture dictionary emphasizes something which can be seen to desribe key words in the reading texts.

2) Picture is a kind of teaching and learning process.

3) Picture dictionary has some aspects as a tool and technique which have close relationship with teaching method.
So a picture dictionary means a toll, method and technique which are used by the students will make it easier in comprehending the meanings of key words from reading texts.

THE CONCEPT OF THE OPERATIONAL VERBS
Verb is an essential part of sentences, a group of words without a verb is a fragment, not a sentence. On the other hand, that a verb plus one or more helping verbs, its varying arrangements with noun determine the different kinds of sentences, question, commas, and examination. From the definition above, the writer may conclude that a verb is a word or a group of words that show an action done by subject.

According to Frank (1972, p.42-51), verbs can be divided into five: (1) predicating and linking verbs, (2) transitive and intransitive verbs, (3) reflexive verbs, (4) auxiliary and lexical verbs, (5) finite and non-finite verbs. 

The Teaching of Verbs through Picture Dictionary

According to Browi (in Saleh, 1997, p.18), in teaching verbs by using a picture dictionary, the teacher should prepare the picture that are simple, interesting and related to the theme intended, so it can attract students attention. There have been some principles which can be followed by effective teachers of English as presented below:

a) Read and find out the meanings of verbs in the reading text with theme “Public Service” (See Kembo, 1993, p.36; Vieira, 1993, p.10).

b) Present to the students to open their picture dictionaries and try to find the meaning of verbs based on the picture dictionaries (Larsen-Freeman, 1987, p.8).

c) Give the students practice in activating their knowledge of vocabulary, structures, and language function as well as negotiating meaning (Larsen-Freeman, 1987, p.8).

d) Make sure that the students understand every item used in class through picture dictionary (Finocchiaro and Bonomo, 1973, p.157-184)

e) Use effective techniques of evaluation and testing in comprehending the new words by using picture dictionaries (Saleemi, 1988, p.2-4).

RESEARCH PROCEDURE

The perational  Definitions

The Operational Definitionsn order no to cause misunderstanding about the topic in this study, the writer gives the definitions of the  term related to this research. They are the definitions of uses, picture dictionary, teaching, meaning picture dictionary,and verbs.

1) Uses

The word ‘use’ means the action or way of conducting something or the state of being used, in this case, a picture dicitonary.

2) Picture Dictionary

Picture dictionary is a kind of dictionary to help the teacher in presenting new words directly associated with their meanings through  pictures in context and to help students learn a new word directly.

3) Teaching

Teaching is a way of guiding students to obtain the amount and quality of experiences which help best develop their potential as human beings. Teaching is guiding and facilitating learning, enabling the learners to learn.

4) Meanings

Meaning is everything which is intended to understand by spoken or written, or by something expressed in other ways.

5) Verbs

Verbs is a word or group of wordds that is used in describing an action, experience, or state.

METHODOLOGY
In this research the writer used the quasi-experimental method. According to Arikunto (1991, p.76), the quasi-experimental method is not a real investigation, it is not full of condition experimant and does not allow the certain rules. 


In addition, the quasi-experimental method research design for situation in which the research’s ability to have complete experiment is limited (Tuckman, in Vianty, 1999, p.20). The procedures of doing the research are (1) pre-test, (2) Treatment, (3) Post-test. 

Population and Sample

The population is all of the second yaer students of SMP PGRI 7 Palembang, in the academic year of 2005/2006. In this research, all the individuals in the population were taken as the sample, because the population of this research was only 22 students. 

Technique for Collecting Data

The writer applied a test as the technique for collecting the data. The test consisting of 20 items was given to the second year students of SMP PGRI 7 Palembang. The time allocated for doing this test was about 60 minutes. The test was given in two forms, matching a word with a picture with 10 items and completion questions with 10 items.

To make the test materials have high degree of content validity, the writer consulted her two thesis advisors in constructing them. In order words, the test can be said having content validity if it measures a certain purpose, which is suitable with materials, or lesson that has been given. That is why the writer also synchronized the test items with the contents of the students’ textbook.

Reliability of the test materials was evaluated through the internal consistency of reliability. It is a measure of the degree to which the items of parts of the test are homogenous or consistent which each other (Richards, et al., 1985, p.116).

After collecting the data, the writer will analyzed the data by using the matched t-test. The formula is:

Finally, the data from t-obtained will be judged with the critical value or t table, if the t obtained is higher than the t table, the Ha will be excepted, and vice versa.
FINDINGS AND INTERPRETATION
There are three findings in this study. First, the students’ average score in the pre-test was 5. Second, the students’ average score in the post-test was 6.75. And third, the result of the matched t-test calculation between the students’ scores in the pre-test and those in the post-test was 1.902 which was higher than its critical value.

The Students’ Scores in the Post-test

Before the post-test was administrated, the writer introduced the learning of the meanings of verbs through picture dictionary. The results of the post-test were presented. The highest score was 9 that were reached by two students and the lowest one was 4.5 that were reached by two students (see Table 4). Based on the table, the writer got the total score of the post-test (148.5) which was divided by the total number of the students (22) for getting the mean score. The result of this calculation was 6.75.

The result of the matched t-test calculation 1.902, it was higher than 1. 895. It means that the implementation of picture dictionary does not enable students to get better skill and score in learning the meanings of verbs. In fact, the writer could prove the truth of alternative hypothesis. In this case, the writer could prove that picture dictionary was effective to increase the students vocabullary especially the meanings of verbs. 

CONCLUSIONS 

From the data analysis during the experiment, the writer could draw three conclusions, they are presented below. The students average score in yhe pre-test was only 5, it means their ability was in the “poor” level. The students average scores in the post-test to be 6.75, it means that their ability progressed to be “pair” level. The data analysis through the matched t-test formula gave 1.902 as the result, it means that the null hypothesis was rejected and consequently that alternative hypothesis was accepted. In other words, picture dictionary was effective to increase students vocabullary mastery especially the meaning of verbs.

SUGGESTIONS
The suggestions are intended for the students and for the teacher of English. To the students are expected to:

1) Pay attention to the teacher expalnation when the class discuss about the meaning of verbs.

2) The students always have to read more English book, because through much reading especially use the picture dictionary. The learner could understand the meaning of verbs that they had read and could develop their english well.

3) The students have always to use the English dictionary because not only picture dictionary but they must have billingual dictionary in learning English.

To the teacher of english are expected to:
1) The teacher should use media in presenting new words especially for the meanings of verbs.

2) The teacher should ask students to pronounce of English words correctly.

3) The teacher should  give a test to evaluate the students ability in comprehending the picture dictionary to find out the meaning of verbs through reading text.
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
